Valerie Smith, Belmont Resident and Friend of Belmont Regional Park

Vaerie Smith said she represented a wide ranging group of people who have a
great affection for Belmont Regional Park. Valerie Smith said this group wished
to protect the Park for the enjoyment of as many as possible by forming an
umbrella group called the 'Friends of Belmont Regional Park’. The 'Friends would
be a bridge of communication between the public and Council and would promote
the enjoyment of the Park in the community.

Mr Ross, District Conservator, said his Department supported a network of
voluntary park groups and would arrange for contact to be made with Valerie
Smith.

Members were keen to ensure contact with similar supporters of the Park on the
Poriruaside. Following questions Councillor Werry thanked Valerie Smith for her
submission supporting the Park and noted the item will shortly be considered by the
Committee.

Mr A Cockcroft and Mr M Deane, Akatarawa Action Committee (ARAC)

Mr Cockcroft referred to the paper from ARAC outlining the proposa for a
motorised recreational development of Cleary's Road in the Akatarawa Forest.
ARAC was an umbrella group for al motorised recreationa vehicles in the region
and had an excellent working relationship with the Regional Council during the
past 5 years. ARAC was proposing two parallel tracks to improve the motorised
recreational opportunities in Cleary's Road and at the same time will support
Council in protecting the ecological vaues in the area.  ARAC has access to
manpower and equipment and would contribute to any costs for the enhancement.

Following questions Councillor Werry thanked ARAC for their representations and
said the proposal will be considered later in the meeting.

Mr K McGavin, Secretary, Wellington Tramway Museum Inc

Mr McGavin said he was speaking on behaf of the Tramway Museum Society
which owns and operates the Tramway Museum in Queen Elizabeth Park. Mr
McGavin said the Society strongly supported the building of a railway station or
platform immediately north of Mackay's Crossing and directly opposite the entry to
Queen Elizabeth Park.  This would encourage greater use of the Park and its
facilities. The current realignment of State Highway One provided the opportunity
for such a platform.

A copy of Mr McGavin's submission was circulated.

Following questions Mr Annakin, Divisional Manager, said that the State Highway
One realignment certainly suggested an opportunity, but that the submission was
best considered within the framework of the Long Term Financial Strategy,
however Mr McGavin was free to make an Annua Plan Submission.
