Wayne O’ Donnell reported that a draft Discussion Document was to be
produced by the end of July after which it would be released for public
submissions Proposed changes identified included the requirement that
landowners pay the additional costs where they want more expensive
methods of control on their property, feral deer being placed back into
the Strategy, moving a number of pest plants into boundary control, and
a human health category covering wasps, hemlock, magpies, etc.

Subsequent discussion included concerns about the monitoring of pest

plant infestations on neighbouring properties and control measures for

the increasing number of wild pigs at the rear of Kapiti.

Concerning 4.3 — Environment Management

Nigel Corry reported on the impacts of new Building Act legislation
where managing the safety of dams has become a new function for
regional councils. The Building Act requires regional councils to go
through an accreditation processto administer new building consents for
dams holding more than 20,000 cubic metres or with a greater than 3
metre high face.  Council is required to develop a dangerous dams
policy which considers risk factors involved with the construction and
maintenance of dams.

Members were concerned by the use of the ‘dangerous dams
terminology and the consequent confusion that may evolve.  Officers
reported that explanatory wording would be used to avoid any
misunderstanding.

Concerning 1.4 — Planning & Resources Department — Wairarapa
Regional Irrigation Project

Cr Buchanan referred to the concept that was now being proposed which
differed from what was previousy put forward. The water management
approach now proposed by Go Wairarapa cals for the release of stored
water into the river rather than pipethe water to where it was required.
Officers were requested to organise a briefing for the Committee at its
next meeting and an assessment of the approach proposed by Go
Wairarapa.
